You can check the sides with the trunk lid opened for the tail panel close the 
trunk and spray along the trunk seam at the bottom, then open the truck and check for 
water on the panel just below where the tail studs are. If they leak remove the emblems 
on the side and seal around the studs with RTV. On the tail panel remove the nut and try 
sealing with RTV around the stud then replace the nut. I found that some of the nuts on 
the tail panel studs were loose. 
   Congratulations to Ron and Shelley McDonald for their first place win for 1965 GTO 
Hardtops at the Wide Trackers Spring Dust-Off. I was also hoping to congratulate them 
on the birth of their new Grandchild, but Mother Nature has determined that it isn't time 
yet.

Jackôs Stand

After many months of summer cruisingô with a somewhat lack-luster perform-
ance I sought out more information on the proverbial ñtri-powerò carburetion on 
my 65ô  
  In my search I found The Carburetor Shop LLC located in Eldon Missouri.  I 
took note of their ñTRIPOWER TUNING TIPSò and spent some time on the 
phone with owner, John.  After describing my engine setup/configuration and 
the rather less-than-ideal idle coupled with a sluggishness when just starting to 
rollout from a stop, John offered some tuning tips I would need to perform on 
my center carburetor. 
  I can say without a doubt Johns recommendations worked.  I had to modify 
the idle tubes in the venture cluster, re-set the mixture adjustment screws to no 
more than 1 1/2 turns and tweak the idle adjustment screw for a little more gap 
between the throttle plate and throttle bore.  The larger gap increases the air 
velocity thru the carb resulting in better startup from a stop and helps to mini-
mize fuel pooling on the intake floor at idle.  This is detailed more in the Tri-
power tuning tips write up. 
  John also suggested increasing the main jets. I only had 66ôs and 68ôs on 
hand so went with 68ôs  He recommended running 70ôs in the outer carbs as 
well (up from stock 68ôs) The stock main jets for the center carb are 63ôs. 
  The most noticeable change was greatly improved drivability and smooth roll-
out without any hesitation and cooler running , even at highway speeds.  At 60
-65 MPH on a near 90 degree day my Auto Meter Temp gauge leveled at 190.  
It used to creep and hug the 200 mark but would drop down after resuming 
normal speeds.  Obviously I was running too lean and didnôt realize it.  My en-
gine never ran ñhotò so I never suspected a lean condition. 
  John said todayôs gasoline with 10% Ethanol/Alcohol doesnôt help and enrich-
ing the idle and main metering circuits can make a difference..it did in my case. 
  So, if you think your tri-power set-up may need some tuning to enhance per-
formance check out The Carb Shop LLC and make a point to speak to 
John..his experience and knowledge are invaluableé
