 It's been an exciting spring with a variety of fun club activities such as Whirleyball, a 
dinner cruise to Frankenmuth, the CEMA car show and tickets to the Meadowbrook 
theater to see a live stage play "Breaking Up is Hard to Do", the Spring Dust Off spon-
sored by the Pontiac Wide Trackers and a cruise and ice cream run to Cooks Dairy 
Farm. If you didn't attend any of these activities you missed out on some great times. If 
you attended at least one you were richly rewarded with a great time, excellent com-
pany, and a chance to get to know your fellow members better, not to mention the great 
opportunity to cruise and show off your prized GTO.

You can check the sides with the trunk lid opened for the tail panel close the 
trunk and spray along the trunk seam at the bottom, then open the truck and check for 
water on the panel just below where the tail studs are. If they leak remove the emblems 
on the side and seal around the studs with RTV. On the tail panel remove the nut and try 
sealing with RTV around the stud then replace the nut. I found that some of the nuts on 
the tail panel studs were loose. 
   Congratulations to Ron and Shelley McDonald for their first place win for 1965 GTO 
Hardtops at the Wide Trackers Spring Dust-Off. I was also hoping to congratulate them 
on the birth of their new Grandchild, but Mother Nature has determined that it isn't time 
yet. I will report out on this developing story next month in the update article. Speaking 
of births check the note at the end of this article..
